Although we have over 430 pastors wanting to become instructors, we are limiting our 
invitation to thirty.  These 30 men and women have each been studying and teaching our 
materials for the past five years, and they come from Kenya and five other nations.  (As you 
know, our schools teach how to hear the voice of the Lord and obey it, how to operate all nine 
manifestations of Holy Spirit power such as speaking in tongues and ministering healing, and 
how to break curses and deal with witchcraft.)  They are already accomplished pastors and 
many of them have planted scores of churches.  They are powerfully operating by the Spirit of 
the Lord and the KFMI Schools of Ministry give them tools to grow further in their ministries.  
They report dramatic results in church growth and miracles.   As a result, invitations to run more 
schools keep pouring in.   

 

� Continued various orphanage, Christian elementary school support, and widows support as 
needs arise and funds allow.  We have several such projects ongoing as God brings them to our 
attention. 

 

FOR 2017 
 

Because God is opening the doors, we are joyfully seeking to walk through each and every one of them.  
So we are currently planning on more than doubling the work in Africa for this year (which is a huge 
reflection of what God has been doing to open these doors).  This year we plan to:  
 

� Spend more time in His presence.  We are realizing the amazing Kingdom productivity truth that 
the more time we spend resting in the presence of the Lord, ceasing from our work, the more 
God accomplishes through us.  Because of this, and as exemplified by many of the pastors 
working with us in Kenya who begin each year with forty days of fasting and prayer for the 
wisdom to set the schedule of schools for the new year, we are expecting to more than  

 

� Double the number of our schools this year (to 42+) and pastors attending (to over 10,000) in 
2017.  This is why the Lord has had us raising up Timothy’s over the past few years.  They are 
each free to present our schools in their own manner as they are led by the Holy Spirit.  For the 
material they have mastered, they teach live sessions.  They also use our videos to fill in the 
gaps.  In this way, not only does all the material get taught in the four days of each school, but 
each instructor develops a powerful command of each subject (which is really handy during the 
frequent electrical failures in African countries). 
 

� Post new language translations on the ministry website so more and more of our training 
materials can be freely accessed.  All our foreign language translations are freely available for 
downloading, and we continue to get increasing requests for our schools in other countries, 
particularly India.  We now have a Bemba translation center in Zambia, and will soon be starting 
one in Kenya for Kiswahili and its five surrounding Kiswahili­speaking countries. 
 

� Film a new school in the Chichewa language for Malawi.  I will teach alongside two of our 
country directors (from Kenya and Zambia) in this February the country of Malawi.  This will be
